Annotation
The article considers administrative punishment as a type of legal responsibility in
Russia. Its main features and changes caused by the introduction of digital
technologies are analyzed. The purpose of the work is to study the theoretical
foundations of administrative punishment and show how digital tools are applied in
practice. The methods of analysis, synthesis and comparative legal method are used.
The results show that digital technologies are significantly changing the process of

bringing to justice, from fixing violations to executing punishments. It is concluded
